The History And The Future 0f Juneteenth

Juneteenth is the oldest known celebration commemorating the ending of slavery in the
United States. Dating back to 1865, it was dine 19" that the Union soldiers, led by
Major General Gordon Granger, landed aGalveston, Texaswith news that thevar had
ended and that thenslaved were now freeNote that this wasvo and a half years after

Pr e s i de n EmandipationoProolamstion- which hadbecome official January 1,
1863 The Emancipation Proclamation had little impact on the Texansodte minimal
number of Union troops to enforce the nEwecutive Order. However, with thesurrender

of General Lee in April of 1865 andthear r i val of Gener athef@aesa ng

were finally strong enough iafluence andovercome the resistace.
Later attempts to explain thiwo and a half year delayin the receipt of this important news

have yieldedseveral versionghat have been handed down through the years. Often told is the

story of a messenger who warsirdered on his way to Texas witthe news of freedom.

Another, is that the news wdsliberately withheld by the enslavers to maintain the labor
force on the plantations. And still another, is that federal troops actually waited for the slave
owners to reap the benefitsarie last cotbn harvestbefore going to Texas to enforce the

Emancipation Proclamation. All of which, or neither of these version could be true. Certainly,

for some,President Lincoln's authority over the rebellious states was in questiéor
whatever the reasons,ratitions in Texasemained status quowell beyond what was
statutory.

General Order Number 3
One of General Grangeros first or deGereralof
Order Number 3 which began most significantly with:

"The people of @xas are informed that in accordance with a Proclamation from the Executive
of the United States, all slaves are free. This involves an absolute equality of rights and right

of property between former masters and slaves, and the connection heretofiing exis
between them becomes that between employer and free laborer

Thereactions to this profound newsanged from purehockto immediatgubilation . While

many lingered to learn of this new employer to employee relationship, many left before these

offerswere completely off the lips of their former 'mastesttesting to the varying conditions
on the plantations and the realization of freedBrmen with nowhere to go many felt that
leaving the plantation would be their first grasp of freedom. Northanagical destination

and for many it represented true freedom, whileddmgre to reach family members in
neighboring statesdrove the some into Louisiana, Arkansas and Oklahoma. Settling into
these new areas as free men and women brought on neveseatitthe challenges of
establishing a heretofore neexistent status for black people in Ameridaecounting the

memories of that great day in June of 1865 and its festivities would serve as motivation as w

as a release from the growing pressures @meoed in their new territory. The celebration of
June 19" was coined "Juneteentt and grew with more participation from descendafite
Juneteenth celebration was a time for reassuring each other, for praying and for
gathering remaining family members.Juneteenth continued to be highly revered in Texas



decades later, with many former slaves and descendants malkangaal pilgrimage back
to Galvestonon this date.

Juneteenth Festivities and Food

A range of activities were provided to entertain thesgea, many of which continue in
tradition todayRodeos fishing, barbecuing andbaseballare just a few of the typical
Juneteenth activities you may witness today. Junetedmibst always focused on education
and sel-improvement. Thus, ofterguest speakrs are brought in and the elders are called
upon to recount the events of the p&sayer serviceswere also a major part of these
celebrations.

Certain foods became populaand subsequently synonymous with Juneteenth celebrations
such asstrawberry sodapop. More traditional and just as popular was the barbecuing,
through which Juneteenth participants cahdre in the spiritand aromas that their
ancestors the newly emancipated African Americans, would have experienced during their
ceremonies. Eince, thédarbecuepit is often established as thenter of attentionat
Juneteenth celebration§ood was abundant because everyone prepapddaldish. Meats
such as lamb, pork and beef which not available everyday were brought on this special
occasion. A true Juneteenth celebrations left visitors well satisfied and with enough
conversation to last until the next.

Dress was also an important elemenh early Juneteenth customsand is often still
taken seriously, particularly by the direct destants who can make the connection to this
tradition's rootsDuring slavery there were laws on the books in many areas that
prohibited or limited the dressing of the enslavedDuring the initial days of the
emancipation celebrations, there are accountsrofer slavesossing their ragged garments
into the creeks and rivers &alorn clothing taken from the plantatioriselonging to their
former 'masters'.

Juneteenth and Society

In the early years, little interest existed outside the African American cotyrin

participation in the celebrations. In some cases, thereutasrdly exhibited resistance by
barring the use of public property for the festivities. Most of the festivitiegound

themselves out in rural areasaround rivers and creeks that coutdde for additional
activities such afishing, horseback riding andbarbecues Often the church grounds was
the site for such activities Eventually, as African Americans became land owners, land was
donated and dedicated for these festivities. Onbeoetrliest documented land purchases in
the name of Juneteenth was organize@by. Jack Yates This fundraising effort yielded
$1000 and the purchase®Bmancipation Park in Houston, Texas In Mexia, the local
Juneteenth organization purchagmbker T. Washington Park, which had become the
Juneteenth celebration site in 1898. There are accounts of Juneteenth activities being
interrupted and halted by white landowners demanding that their laborers return to work.
However, it seems most allowed their wers the day off and some even made donations of
food and moneyror decades these annual celebrations flourishedrowing continuously
with each passing year.




Juneteenth Celebrations Decline

Economic and cultural forces provided for a decline in Junetagh activities and
participants beginning in the early 19006
traditional home and famiyaught practices stifled the interest of the youth duess

emphasis and detail on the activities of former slave&lassroom text books proclaimed
Lincolnds Emancipation Proclamation of Ja
slavery-andl i ttl e or nothing on the impact" of
The Depression forced many people off the &aend into the cities to find work. In these

urban environments, employers were less eager to grant leaves to celebrate this date. Thus,
unless June 19 fell on a weekendor holiday, there were very few participants available.

July 4" was the already estlished Independence holiday and a rise in patriotism steered mort
toward this celebration.

The Resurgence

TheCi vil Rights movement of the 5006s and 6
for the Juneteenth celebrations While it pulled many othe African American youth away

and into the struggle for racial equality, many linked these struggles to the historical struggle
of their ancestors. This was evidenced by student demonstrators involved in the Atlanta civil
rights campaign inthe earl16 0 6 s, whom wor e JunrAganene968,h f
Juneteenth received another strong resurgence through Poor Peoples March to
WashingtonD.C.Rev. Ral ph Abernathydés call for p
levels and professions to comeWshington to show support for the pddiany of these
attendees returned home and initiated Juneteenth celebrations in areas previously absent
of such activity.
